In the Futures Intermediate Equitation division Taylor Fordham placed second over fences and third on the flat. Amelia Akins placed fourth over fences and second on the flat. In the Junior Varsity Novice Equitation division Audrey LoBue placed third over fences and second on the flat. In the Future Novice Equitation division Jessica Beardon placed first over fences and third on the flat. Olivia Rigdon placed second over fences and first on the flat.  In the Junior Varsity/Future Beginner Equitation on the flat Taylor Henderson placed first, Lydia Woods placed second and Theresa Woods placed third. 
The IEA format is based on Intercollegiate Horse Show Association model (IHSA) and tests rider’s skills by providing them with a horse at the horse show. Riders have never ridden the horse before and choose their horse in a draw.The arrangement of the IEA show fosters more of a team atmosphere than a regular horse show. Tryouts were held in the fall and there are 18 members of the team from area middle school and high schools.  New riders are still being accepted.
