In the Long Stirrup division Caroline Farr placed third over fences and second on the flat, Peyton Callanan placed fourth over fences, Laura Ferrante placed sixth over fences and fourth on the flat, Ansley Callanan placed fifth on the flat and both Ansley Callanan and Amy Collins in a numerical tie placed fifth over fences. In the Short Stirrup division Olivia Rigdon placed first over fences and on the flat, Lauren Thompson placed second over fences and third on the flat. In the Crossbar division Taylor Henderson placed first, Lynn Beasley placed third and Theresa Woods placed eighth. In the Advanced Walk, Trot, Canter Taylor Henderson placed first, and Lynn Beasley placed third. In the Beginner Walk, Trot, Canter Megan Gianetti placed fourth, and Faye Beth Collins placed fifth. In the Walk, Trot division Kayla Loy placed sixth. 
In the Hunter category Evermore Farm riders again received year end awards in all but one division. In Pleasure Horse Olivia Rigdon placed first with her horse Color of the Rockies, Audrey Lobue and Izzy Zippin placed second, Lauren Thompson and Braveheart placed third and Skyler Hudson and No Regrets placed fifth. In Short Stirrup Hunter Olivia Rigdon and Color of the Rockies placed first, Lauren Thompson and Braveheart placed second. In the Long Stirrup division Caroline Farr placed first with Spot.com and fifth with Spot My Style, Lauren Ferrante and Winnebago placed sixth. In the Pony Hunter division Audrey LoBue and Shonuff Zips About placed second. In the Pre-Green Hunter Nancy Bailey and Nantucket placed second, Sam Dickenson and Jazz Unlimited placed fourth. In the Pre Children’s division Audrey LoBue and Izzy Zippin placed first, Skyler Hudson and No Regrets placed fourth. In the Pre Adult division Mallory Barrett and Almost Formal placed first. In the Children’s division Kaylee Sheppard and South Beach placed second, and Ellie Bryant and Timbucktoo placed third. In Adult Hunter Erin Bacon and Change of Heart placed first. In Open Hunter Sarah Brown and Captains Prerogative placed second, Kaylee Sheppard and South Beach placed third and Erin Bacon and Change of Heart placed fifth. 
The CHC, a local horse circuit started in 1984, hosts shows in the states of South Carolina and Georgia. The CHC hosts nine shows a year and averages 100 horses at each event.
